Eugeni Pons (Barcelona, 1964) graduated in philosophy, but 
photography has always been his profession. Photography has 
also been his passion since he was thirteen. That’s when he ac-
quired his first professional camera, a Canon AE-1. His career 
began in 1992 as co-founder of a small advertising photogra-
phy studio after studying photography for five years at the Bar-
celona school of photography (IEFC).

Esa es la arquitectura que Lucien Hervé 
logró captar cuando fotografió en Marsella la Unidad Habitacional diseñada por 
Le Corbusier. Al recibir unas fotos de su obra, Le Corbusier dijo a Lucien Hervé: 
“Tienes el alma de arquitecto”.

La arquitectura ha encontrado en la fotografía el instrumento ideal para garanti-
zar su difusión del mismo modo que la fotografía ha encontrado en la arquitectura 
el medio en el que desarrollar un lenguaje visual que documenta e interpreta el 
paisaje urbano de una época y de una cultura. Al mismo tiempo, los arquitectos 
han entendido que las fotografías de sus construcciones son el coronamiento 
que engrandece el reconocimiento de su trabajo. A este respecto Alberto Campo 
Baeza dice: “Si un arquitecto hace una arquitectura vulgar y un buen fotógrafo 
hace que parezca buena, es un hipócrita. Pero si un arquitecto bueno levanta 
una arquitectura estupenda y luego no la fotografía o la fotografía mal, es tonto, 
que es peor”.
